Studied at the Trisha Brown Dance Company, Lee Strasberg Institute and Dramaturgy and Performance Art with André Lepecki, in N.Y. with a  scholarship granted by the  Portuguese Internacional Relations Office .

She has worked with the choreographers Francisco Camacho, Vera Mantero, Rui Nunes, Madalena Vitorino, Silvia Real and Paula Castro and with the stage directors as João Garcia Miguel, Lúcia Sigalho, and Joaquim Benite. She worked as a movement consultant in the play “Snark” by the group “Ópera Segundo São Mateus” and in the play “Crime and Punishment” directed by Manuel Wiborg and «Mouchete» directed by Pedro Carraca.
